Write an essay that includes your career objective (addresses the “career objective” part on the application and MUST say you want to be a CPA and work in Florida, among other things such as obtaining MS, etc.), speaks to your financial hardship (addresses your Financial Data part), tells the evaluators who you are and why you deserve consideration, and provides additional comments (addresses that part of the scholarship so you say “see attached essay”).
3. Request an official and sealed transcript from the Registrar's Office.
